Sophisticated aromas of crushed stone and dried herbs accent mixed red and black cherries on 
the nose, plus there’s an appealing, savory hint of dusty earth. Medium to full-bodied, the wine 
exhibits a silky feel and mouthwatering acids on the palate. Drink this easy-drinking vintage over 
the next decade or so.”
